POC studies of novel compounds should use pharmacologically based dosing, with assessment of target engagement and evaluation of the impact of compounds on clinically relevant physiological systems as well as clinical indicators of effect. The overall objective is to facilitate rapid collection of data to "de-risk" novel mechanism of action or combination treatments and to attract private funding for further clinical and commercial development of candidate medications. Partnerships between academia and industry are strongly encouraged.
