Science Across Virtual Institutes (SAVI) is an innovative concept to 

foster interactions among scientists and educators around the globe based 

on the principle that excellence in STEM research and education exists in 

many parts of the world, and that scientific advances can be accelerated 

by scientists, engineers, and educators working together wherever they 

are. SAVI focuses on interactions between cohesive teams of researchers 

across national borders and takes advantage of existing U.S. and foreign 

investments in frontier research by leveraging complementary intellectual 

strengths and sharing unique research infrastructures. Virtual institutes 

will serve as research hubs in which new ideas originate, 

multidisciplinary research is fostered, diversity is valued, and long-

term professional networks are developed between U.S. researchers and 

students and their international counterparts. The primary objective of 

SAVI is to bring together leading STEM researchers/educators from 

different countries, both physically and virtually, to work 

collaboratively on problems of mutual interest, building on relationships 

initiated by NSF-supported teams of researchers. NSF intends to
